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1. The Great Commission (Matthew 28:19-20)
a. Go and Teach – Bring the Gospel to the Lost
i. All believers are commanded to actively pursue the lost with the Gospel.
ii. Acts 1:8 “But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.”
iii. We are to look for those who express openness to the gospel (Luke 10:1-11).
b. Baptize – Bring the New Believer into the Church
i. The first step of making a disciple begins with conversion.
ii. The next step of making a disciple continues with teaching in preparation for baptism, which begins a covenantal relationship with other disciples in a local church setting.
c. Teach – Establish the New Believer in the Faith
i. We must actively teach new believers the doctrines of the faith.
ii. We must actively coach and model the disciplines of the Christian life (cf. 3:10-11).
d. Ongoing Goals:
i. Always have 1 lost person you’re regularly engaging with the gospel.
ii. Always have 1 new believer you’re regularly mentoring in the gospel.
iii. Always have 1 mature believer you’re regularly meeting with for ongoing mentorship.

2. The Great Pattern (2 Timothy 2:1-2)
a. Mentor new believers to become strong in the grace that is in Christ Jesus (1).
i. We need to teach new believers how to access God’s grace to live the Christian life.
ii. We need to teach new believers how to grow in their dependence upon God’s grace.
b. Teach the doctrines that you have been taught by godly mentors (2).
i. We need to teach new believers the doctrines of God’s Word.
ii. We need to teach new believers how to study the Bible (cf. 2:15).
iii. We need to teach new believers how to recognize false doctrine (cf. 2:16-18).
c. Identify potential disciples based upon their faithfulness (2).
i. We should be careful not to spend the majority of our time trying to mentor Christians who haven’t demonstrated faithfulness to the Lord.
1. Jesus committed Himself to those who had left all to follow Him.
ii. We should be careful not to spend the majority of our time trying to mentor Christians who haven’t demonstrated faithfulness to the Lord’s body, the local church.
1. Look for believers that are faithfully attending church.
2. Look for believers that are faithfully 
d. Identify potential disciples based upon their desire to continue the process (2).
i. Focus on believers who love to share their faith with the lost.
ii. Focus on believers who love to share what God is teaching them with others.
e. Ongoing Goals:
i. We must model a faith that is growing in dependence on God’s grace.
ii. We must model a pursuit of deeper doctrinal learning and practical application to our daily life.
iii. We must model faithfulness to the Lord and to His body in our local church.
iv. We must identify where we are on the pathway:
1. Do we need to find a spiritual mentor?
2. Do we need to become someone who seeks the lost?
3. Do we need to find someone to mentor?
